Born in 1959 in Marrakech, Mahi Binebine moved to Paris in 1980 to pursue
studies in mathematics, which he later taught for eight years before fully
devoting himself to painting and writing.
From 1994 to 1999, he lived in New York, then returned to Paris, before settling
permanently in Marrakech in 2002, where he currently lives and works.
His work, known for its symbolic strength and expressive power, is held in the
collections of major international institutions such as the Guggenheim Museum
(New York), the Smithsonian Institution (Washington, D.C.), the Pérez Art
Museum (Miami), and the Institut du Monde Arabe (Paris), as well as numerous
public and private collections.
Alongside his visual practice, Binebine is an acclaimed writer. His novels have
been translated into over fifteen languages, and several have been adapted for
film.
A committed cultural advocate, he co-directs, with filmmaker Nabil Ayouch, the
“Les Étoiles” youth cultural centers initiated by the Ali Zaoua Foundation,
offering access to the arts for young people from underserved communities.
